Project Description: The Project is structured as a multisector Framework Loan in 
support of Just Transition in the regions of Western 
Macedonia, Crete, North Aegean, South Aegean and 
Peloponnese and is expected to receive support from the 
Public Sector Loan Facility (PSLF, Pillar III of the Just 
Transition Mechanism). The Project comprises the schemes 
under the investment programmes of the aforementioned 
regions aiming to support the implementation of their 
Territorial Just Transition Plans.

Environmental and Social Assessment  
 

Environmental Assessment  
 
For the proposed operation, the Promoters (Hellenic Republic – Regions of Western 
Macedonia, Crete, South Aegean, North Aegean and Peloponnese) have presented a tentative 
pipeline of schemes, assessed on a preliminary basis as Paris Aligned, sufficient to absorb the 
entire loan amount with total estimated cost of approximately EUR 168.3m. The investment 
programme aims to tackle some of the social, economic, environmental and climate transition 
challenges described in the Territorial Just Transition Plans and the Regional Development 
Programmes of the five beneficiaries. It is complementary to the National Just Transition 
Programme. Eligible schemes are in the sectors of transport (roads), education (schools), 
healthcare (modernisation of buildings and building radiotherapy centre), digital infrastructure 
(digitalisation of processes), water and energy efficiency (street lighting). The shares of planned 
investments should approximately reach 29% in transport, 23% in education, 19% in 
healthcare, 8% in digital infrastructure 8% in water supply and 2% in EE. 
 
The investment programme will concentrate on the development needs of the regions in their 
transition away from carbon intensive activities, arising from the climate neutrality objective, as 
described in the Just Transition Territorial Plans.  
 
The current regional development strategies of these regions set the following objectives: 
(i) smart growth (R&D, digital transformation, innovation and entrepreneurship); (ii) green 
growth (circular economy, renewable energy, environmental protection, climate change); 
(iii) social development (health, employment, education, social cohesion); (iv) development of 
infrastructure (networks, transport, logistics chain) and (v) strengthening the outward 
orientation of the region (culture, tourism, agri-food, industry). The Strategic Environmental

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Assessment (SEA) was approved for each of target regions. SEA reports are available to the 
public.  
 
Apart from the general development strategies, there are also mid-term sector plans particularly 
in the area of transport, biodiversity and tourism, which describe in detail plans and intentions 
in terms of development, as well as investment needed.  
 
In view of the nature of the projects involved in the operation, the application of Environmental 
Impact Assessment (EIA) procedures will be relevant for few of the tentatively proposed 
schemes. The regions territory has protected areas defined as European Natura 2000 sites, 
which should not be affected by the schemes. In general, the proposed schemes are expected 
to have a limited temporary impact on the environment during the construction phase, usually 
through increased local traffic and noise, as well as construction and demolition waste 
generated.  
 
 

Social Assessment, where applicable 
 
The investment programme will contribute to a better-balanced territorial development, 
reducing inequalities between people and between places in the regions. This will be achieved 
primarily by: (i) enhancing the economic diversification in the region in transition, (ii) upgrading 
of healthcare and education infrastructure and (iii) improvements on enabling infrastructure and 
intra-regional connectivity with an impact on road safety. It will therefore improve living 
conditions in the region, as well as strengthen socio-economic prosperity. The investment 
programme is committed to respect principles of equal opportunities and non-discrimination 
(including gender equality). 
 
 

Public Consultation and Stakeholder Engagement 
 
The Regional Development Programmes and Territorial Just Transition Plans of the targeted 
regions were subject to comprehensive public consultations. Individual schemes may also be 
subject to public consultation in line with the EIA law. 
 
 

Conclusions and Recommendations  
 
The Project is a multi-scheme Framework Loan. The Promoters (Hellenic Republic – Region of 
Western Macedonia, Crete, South Aegean, North Aegean and Peloponnese) will be required 
to act according to the provisions of the relevant EU Directives, including SEA (2001/42/EC), 
EIA (2014/52/EU amending 2011/92/EU), Habitats (92/43/EEC) and Birds (2009/147/EC) 
Directives and Water Framework Directive (2000/60/EC) as transposed into national law. In all 
projects requiring an EIA, the Promoter shall keep the EIA and NTS on record, which shall be 
provided to the Bank upon request.  
 
The overall institutional capacity of the Promoters to manage the environmental and social 
issues is deemed Good. Given the nature of the operation and the procedures concerning EIA 
and nature protection put in place by the competent authorities in Greece, subject to the 
conditions mentioned above, the loan is acceptable in environmental and social terms.
