Environmental Assessment

This operation represents the second transaction with the same Promoter which has
accomplished the first project in line with the environmental and social standards settled at
appraisal. This new EIB operation will allow the Promoter to establish and further develop yhe
iCRO business line while expanding the most accurate Al/ML tech-based Software as Medical
Devices (SaMDs) Eyonis beyond lung cancer detection and screening.

In this way, it will
strengthen regional socio-economic prosperity and enhance growth and competitiveness in
Europe. In addition, the use of Median cancer early detection software is expected to reduce
the burden of long and costly treatments, improving life expectancies while reducing the social
costs for the health insurers.

Conclusions and Recommendations

The operation is not listed by Annexes | or Il of the EIA Directive 2011/92/EU as amended by
2014/52/EU Directive. The proposed investments will take place inside buildings at existing RDI
facilities without changing their already authorised scope and are not expected to have likely
significant negative environmental effects.
